From the Desk of j‘r. Leo

We might think that the best way to encourage a
person to like us is to give a gift, but this weekend’s
reading from the Book of Sirach says that there is a
better way — less expensive and more effective.
“Conduct your affairs with humility and you will be
loved more than a giver of gifts.” A boisterous and
aggressive individual is usually difficult for others to
accept.

- Sirach also writes that the greater you are, the more
important it is to be humble. We often expect famous
people toact in an aloof manner. When they don’t, we
say that he or she “is a regular person; down to earth;
one.of us.” It’s another way of saying that they are
~ humble and we are glad about it.

Sirach shows that he is a straightforward realist
when he advises us to admit that some tasks and
positions are beyond the strengths and talents of some
of us. To be told that we are unable to do a particular
job can be discouraging- but if it’s the truth, we should
admit it. Such an honest admission is a vital part of
humility. Although we are
created equal as regards §
basic rights, we are unequal |
in intelligence and talents.. |
Recognizing our abilities-
whether superior, average
or inferior is another mark
of genuine humility.

The Gospel
complements this teaching
by warning us not to push
ourselves into positions of
honor, especially where we are invited. We might have
the third row from center stage, but out of pride we
push into the front seats. Just before the curtain opens,

~ some dignitaries are ushered in to occupy these seats

reserved for them and we must then go to the standing
room section in the back. Aggressive pride and
selfishness can be our own worst enemy.

Our lack of humility can also cause us to make
statements and give answers about things we don’t
know about you. We are too proud to admit our lack of

knowledge. I like the quotation from the famous author -

Somerset Maugham: “It wasn’t until quite late in life
that I discovered how easy it is to say “I don’t know.”

So according to the Book of Sirach and the
Gospel of Luke, if you want to be happy, successful -

and have a good reputation, “conduct your affairs with,
humility.” He who humbled Himself unto death, said.
that it’s the Christian thing to do.”
