From the Desk of j’r._‘ﬁeo'

When the players or coach of a victorious team are
interviewed, we usually hear somebody say, “We are a
well-disciplined team.” The speaker doesn’t mean that
they must be in bed by ten o’clock each evening or that
they are physically punished for their errors. Discipline
means that they are in control of their bodies, minds
and emotions. They have repeated their plays a
hundred times in practice and know what they can do
as individuals and as a team.

The word “discipline” occurs five times in this
weekend’s readings from the Letter to the Hebrews,
where the author is encouraging the readers to live
according to Christian standards. “Discipline” is more
a positive than a negative term, since a disciple is
simply one who is disciplined in’ the lessons of the
Lord.

Jesus, like the good coach who always wants us to
do better, may seem to be too demanding, but it’s all
for the purpose of ultimate victory. Success eventually
goes to the team that can run faster, jump higher, throw

further and coordinate it all into a common effort.

We are disciplined if we can offer our prayers in a
spirit of calm confidence, knowing that God is faithful
to His promises. If we can accept setbacks without
falling apart, and not become smugly elated over
success, we are disciplined. The follower of Jesus finds
timely counsel in this weekend’s reading “...do not
disdain the discipline of the Lord, nor lose heart when
He reproves you...strengthen your drooping hands and
weak knees.”

Children are expected to recognize and appreciate
the discipline given by their parents and others in
authority. It is a necessary training for them in the ways
of life, done from the motive of love., When correction
is seen as a punishment or “putdown,” then we miss its
meaning and lose an opportunity to grow. We all need
to recognize the value of good advice and guidance.
When it is given, we should thank the person instead
of condemning them as being bossy or domineering.

If we could pray sincerely the four words of the
Lord’s Prayer, “Thy will be done,” we would be
showing a great degree of spiritual maturity and
strength of Christian character. These were the words

Jesus prayed on the night before He died.
; Out of discipline come disciples — those whom the
Lord knows and recognizes, according to this

weekend’s Gospel. The undisciplined He rejects;
saying, “I don’t know where you are coming from.”
