*‘ Sixthv Sunday of Easter

Fromvthe Desk of Fr. Leo-

The world today continues to be torn by threats
of wars, by riots and frequent protests and strikes, by
ambitious aggression and seething unrest. The rich
nations make little effort to help sufficiently the crying
needs of the poor. A growing flood of resentment,
hatred, spirit of reprisal or ambitious expansion makes
itself manifest. This is the work of the powers of
darkness, and yet, are these not all God's children
whom the Father wanted united in the one family of
Christ? How could the powers of darkness have
wrought such havoc on the family of humankind?

What has happened? How is it possible that even
the Christian world experiences such jealousy and
envy with its membership? How could we explain that
instead of love leavening the world of humankind,
hatred and cruelty have the upper hand, whereas
suspicion, distrust and fear gain ground daily? Is it not
because Christ's followers have not Kkept his
commandment of love? He loved them to the extreme.
With the fullness of the Father's love he loved them,
not only during a life of selfless noble toil and labor in
Nazareth, not only in his relentless journeying and
preaching for their sake in his public life but above all
in laying down his life for them in the hard wood of the
cross. He did that in order to obtain from the Father and
pour out on them his own personal Spirit of love, the
first fruit of his passion and death. In that Spirit, people
of all nations would form a family of God, permeated
with love of God and love for one another. He sent out
his disciples to preach this Good News to all the
corners of the globe so that all of humankind could
come under the gentle sway of his Spirit of love. Have
the messengers of Christ's defaulted in their mission?
Have the followers of the Crucified preferred selfish
aims to the ideal of Christian love?

He does not call them slaves though they belong to
him, God's own Son, with their entire being and all
their possessions. He calls them his intimate friends to
whom he has confided everything the father confided
to him. This is the mark of intimate friendship: to
confide to another the deepest secrets of one's heart. As
friends he puts them in equal footing with himself, he
shares all he has with them and chose them to be his
“doubles” all over the globe. Because of their intimate
friendship with him, the Father will grant all their
requests, because they are made in his name, that is, in
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line with his express thoughts and intentions. That
intention is that they love one another as he loved them.

Pentecost is approaching, and we ought not to let
the matter stand still, but do something about it.
Renewed endeavor to love those in our immediate
neighborhood, renewed periods of earnest prayer
begging God to grant a new outpouring of love,
coupled with a deep conviction that we can and must
do something about the situation will surely bring
about good effects.

Our Lady of Fatima

We celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of Fatima on May
13. Mary appeared to three peasant children near
Fatima, Portugal, six times between May 13 and
October 13, 1917, and asked for prayers for world
peace and an end to World War |, for sinners, and for
the conversion of Russia. She entrusted the children
with three secrets, regarding devotion to her
Immaculate Heart, a vision of hell, and a “bishop in
white” shot by soldiers firing bullets and arrows. Many
connect the third
secret to  the
attempted

assassination  of
Blessed Pope John
Paul 1l on May 13,
1981, and the pope
thanked Mary for
guiding the bullet
and saving him. At
the Vatican, Pope
Francis has stood
before the statue of
Our Lady from the
Fatima shrine and
formally entrusted
the world to Mary.
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
