From the Desk of Fr. Leo

The Christmas Season. forecasting
peacefulness often brings the opposite. How can
sadness crowd out the pleasant thoughts of His

birth, and the gifts, good food and warmth

generated by our annual circle of family and
friends? Some psychologists attribute Christmas
depression to our carefree childhood emotions,
which we will never be able to recapture. Others
say that holiday sorrow is triggered at this
sentimental time by a keen sense of our many
unfulfilled dreams. Even if we don’t understand
the causes, we have all to some degree experienced
this Christmas despondency.

The Church demonstrates her ancient wisdom
today by celebrating a Sunday of Joy, two weeks
before Christmas. to counteract our negative
gloominess. The prophet Zephaniah sets the
desired mood in the First Reading: “Shout for joy.
'O daughter Zion, sing joyfully, O Israel.”

The Second Reading this weekend also helps
set the mood, with - St., Paul cheering the
Philippians: “Rejoice in the Lord,
always...Dismiss all anxiety from your minds.”
This is good news for everyone. The world in
general stands in need of all the joyful thoughts
available during this season.

If we are more joyful and less pessimistic in
mind. perhaps our bodies will respond favorably.
helping us to achieve a fuller degree of health and
holiness. Modern wholistic health care tells us that
a joyful mind promotes a healthy body.

You have probably heard or read the magazine

editor Norman Cousins came down with a terrible
sickness and was not responding to medicine. He
decided to buy a small piece of equipment. which
he positioned in his room, and it helped him regain
his health. The equipment was a projector with
which he watched the Marx Brothers movies, and
he laughed and laughed his way to health.
"~ -There are many reasons to be happy The
liturgy challenges us to smile, hoping for good
things in the future and being glad that Jesus was
born into the world as savior of all. His presence
